Franco Giuli was born in Cerreto D’Esi (Ancona) in 1934 and died in Fabriano in 2018.

After experimenting with Informalism in the late 1950s, he turned his attention to new forms of expression,
moving from the exaltation of the machine and the dynamics of space to perspective surfaces based on the
factors of light, space, colour and shape. These works are distinguished by their balanced composition and
by paint surfaces revealing the depth of lines and shapes, giving the geometric structures a perceptual value
where light plays a decisive role for the composed geometric elements. These elements definitively define
the spaces and light is crucial for the planes assigned to them.

In 1967, he held an exhibition at the Galleria Fanesi, Ancona, presented by Giancarlo Politi, followed in 1968
by another solo show at the Galleria Scipione, Macerata, with an introductory text by Italo Tomassoni. He
made the acquaintance of Rafael Alberti and Giulio Carlo Argan, who later described his work as serious,
committed, and aimed at re-exploring the constructivist field (see preface to the monograph Franco Giuli
1965-1975, published by Nuova Foglio Editrice).

In 1970, Cesare Vivaldi presented him at the Studio d’arte moderna SM13, Rome; in 1974, he was
presented by Filiberto Menna; in 1971, by Lara-Vinca Masini at the Galleria Flori, Florence; in 1972, by Luigi
Lambertini at the Galleria Ferrari, Verona, and by Giuseppe Marchiori at the Galleria La Chiocciola, Padua.
At that time Giuli was still frequenting artistic circles in Milan and Rome. Among those expressing interest in
his work were Giovanni Maria Accame, Umbro Apollonio, Giorgio Di Genova, Armando Ginesi, Luigi Paolo
Finizio, Luciano Caramel, Rossana Bossaglia, and Mauro Reggiani, who invited him to the 36th Venice
Biennale in 1972. He also became acquainted with Max Bill, Francesco Vincitorio, Claudia Terenzi, Luciano
Marziano, Carlo Melloni, Leo Strozzieri, Luigi Veronesi, and Piero Dorazio, leading to a lasting friendship with
Dorazio, consolidated by their mutual regard for research in the field of “new constructivism.” In 1974, his
name was put forward for the Premio Bolaffi by Cesare Vivaldi and he was nominated again in 1977, this
time by Nello Ponente.

In 1977, he held an exhibition at the Galleria Fumagalli, Bergamo, which was presented by Italo Tomassoni
(Franco Giuli, Testo, Supporto, Superficie).

In an article for the conference Alcuni aspetti della critica analitica Rapporti tra critica analitica e ricerca nelle
arti visive, curated by Bruno D’Amore at the Galleria comunale d’arte moderna of Bologna, Giuli writes about
“... triptychs composed of a project consisting of a pencil drawing and work notes, [by an] acrylic painting
with projections of shadows and by the final piece incorporating various types of card,” emphasizing that
“shadows do not interest me in themselves, but rather as elements of compositional balance...”.

In 1978, Enrico Crispolti presented him at the Galleria La Polena, Genoa. In 1979, he held a show curated
by Bruno D’Amore and presented by Franco Solmi at Il Cortile, Bologna.

In 1982, he was invited to participate in the Premio Salvi e Universitd degli studi di Urbino with the
anthological exhibition ‘Franco Giuli 1962/1982’ curated by Elverio Maurizi. In the same year, the Comune di
Macerata organized an exhibition of his work in the former Church of San Paolo; titled Coerenza ed inventiva
in Franco Giuli, it was curated by Luigi Lambertini.

In 1983, he held a solo show titled ‘La Vitalita del metodo in Franco Giuli’ and curated by Giorgio Cortenova
at the Palazzo dei Diamanti, Ferrara.

He later turned to “poor materials,” such as various types of cardboard and wood, always pursuing his
research with the utmost consistency. For example, he used card in varying thicknesses and colours (grey,
white, and black Murillo paper from the Cartiere Miliani, Fabriano) as a base to which he applied wood, in the
form of slats or wider strips, to create paths defining the structure of these works.

Giuli went from card, wood, and black, grey, and white paper to using jute canvas with a regular, open weave
that emphasized the colours of the pigments used. He often reversed the structures in two adjacent spaces
(diptychs), with the colour in the first space compactly confined within angular structures and bursting out of
the second, as if in a banal contest. At this point, landscape-like chromatic sensations can be averted, with
the structures taking on their own colours and light, overturning and reflecting in a space suited to them. The
compressed, compact colour once again expands and vibrates within the structures, as if seeking a new
space and identity.

In 1987, the Comune di Civitanova Marche organized ‘La sfida della ragione, opere 1980/1987,” an exhibition
curated by Giovanni Maria Accame and inaugurated by Giulio Carlo Argan.

In 1990, Giuli held a solo exhibition at the Galleria Vismara, Milan, presented by Luciano Caramel and titled
‘Giuli o della realta della pittura.” In 1991, Rossana Bossaglia wrote the text for his solo show at the Galleria
Eralov, Rome. Later that year, the Comune di Rimini dedicated a major solo exhibition to him in the Church
of Santa Maria ad Nives, accompanied by texts by Rossana Bossaglia and Luciano Caramel. In 1993,
Ludovico Pratesi presented Giuli’s solo exhibition ‘Architettura dell'immagine’ at the Roman headquarters of
the Banca Popolare di Milano.

In this period, Giuli reintroduced colour into the structural ambiguity of large-scale works through the rational
control of the development of structures. His research continued by creating a shaped division of the work,
designed to fit together and come apart, with openings and closures allowing for various placements on the
wall.

In 1998, Carlo Belloli wrote the text for the catalogue Franco Giuli: componibili a incastro accompanying the
anthological exhibition organized by the Comune di Cesena in the Ex Pescheria gallery space.



In 2000, the Galleria Edieuropa-Qui arte contemporanea, Rome, organized an extensive anthological
exhibition titled ‘Franco Giuli, opere dal 1965 al 2000 - Un artista di esemplare coerenza’ and curated by
Giorgio Di Genova at the Mole Vanvitelliana, Ancona.

In 2005, he held simultaneous exhibitions titled ‘Franco Giuli, la realta dell'incertezza’ and presented by
Giovanni Maria Accame at the Arte Struktura and Vismara galleries in Milan. Later that year, Enrico Crispolti
presented the ‘Giuli 2000’ exhibition at the Galleria Giulia, Rome.

In 2007, Lorenzo Canova presented ‘Le geometrie poetiche di Franco Giuli’ at the Galleria Civica d’Arte
Moderna, Palazzo Collicola di Spoleto.

Giuli followed these large-scale works on the dynamics of space with three-dimensional wood structures
described by Armando Ginesi as “resembling tongues of fire: agile, swift, darting, elegant.”

His most recent work was engraved on cardboard boxes. As Ginesi remarks, “... in them, the acrylic is
enriched with engraving made by scratching or pressing the packing paper in reverse. Thus, the relationship
between space and shapes remains unchanged. The painted morphologies are still the familiar ones as is
their dynamic behaviour. Even the colours remain essentially the same.”

Throughout his career, Giuli has held nhumerous solo shows and has participated in many important group
exhibitions. Among these are the 1972 and 2007 Venice Biennale exhibitions; ‘New trends in European
painting,” Dusseldorf; Palais del’Europe, Menton; ‘Linea della ricerca artistica in ltalia dal 1960 al 1980,
Palazzo delle Esposizioni, Rome; ‘Secessioni astratte in Italia dal dopoguerra al 1990, Palazzo Forti,
Verona, Permanente, Milan, and Kunsthalle Darmstadt; Art 90 for Europe, London; Muzeul Colectiilor de
Arta, Bucharest; Istituto Italiano di cultura, Krakow; ‘50 afos despues’, Palacio de Exposiciones y
Congresos, Zaragoza; Domotecnica, Cologne; Macla Museo, Museum of Contemporary Latin American Art,
La Plata (Argentina); ‘L'arte italiana del XX secolo attraverso i grandi marchigiani,’ Accademia dell’Arte
Russa, Moscow.
